


Program Methodology
During the course of the year, Fellows meet every six weeks or 
so for three or four days.  The program consists of large group 
meetings, small coaching team meetings, financial management 
and leadership benchmarking site visits, peer group results 
team project meetings and one-on-one coaching meetings.  
While there are about 25 “contact” 
days during the year, the Financial 
Fellows program is designed to be 
a 365-day experience as a result of 
the learning and work that occurs 
between formal meetings and site 
visits.

Time Commitment
Approximately 25 days during the program year.  Fellows work 
on assignments and projects between sessions.

Tuition
Tuition for the Financial Fellows program is $10,900*.  Tuition 
payments are due to the Council for Excellence in Government.
